AFPE DUES TO GO UP - added services to follow

At the September Board meeting, the Board took the action to in-
crease the yearly AFPE dues to $24 from $12. The Board then moved
the issue bo the Annual AFFE meeting, which was held in Bismarck on
October 14", Delegates to the annual meeting discussed the increase
and determined it was in the best interest of the organization and the
membership to make the adjustment now. After the discussion the
delegates voted unanimously for the increase to take affect in the
coming renawal.

With the increase, the Board is looking at doing regular newsletters to
the mambership and looking into establishing electronic communica-
tions—perhaps even a web site—for the growing numbers of AFPE
members with access to the internet. Increases in office costs, post-
age, telephone, paper, rent, etc., were some of the reasons for the
Board proposal. The new services will keep the members more in-
formed at a time when maore effort on the part of AFPE is going to be
necessary to accomplish change.

While the average retiree check went from $341 per month in 1988,
to $710 per month, in 2002, this is the first increase in dues since the
beginning of AFPE in the late 1980s.
